(the abbreviation for the
bacterium clostridium difficile)
which commonly affects older

adults in hospitals or in nursing
homes. This condition typically occurs after the o
antibiotic therapy. This disease is becoming more
frequent and more severe and increasingly diffitult
treat. In the United States, tens of thousand®ople
get sick from this organism, including some peoplg
who aren't hospitalized or taking antibiotics. Some
people who are infected with C. diff. never becoms
sick, though they are still able to spread theatibe.

The most common symptoms of C. difficile diseasq
according to the Centers for Disease Control and

Prevention are: Watery diarrhea three or more tiang 2

Nausea; Abdominal pain/tenderness

C. difficile bacteria can be found in the envirome-
in sail, air, water, and human and animal feceglift.
bacteria are usually passed in feces and sprefaddo|
surfaces and objects when people who are infecte
don't wash their hands thoroughly. If you touch a
surface contaminated with C. diff, you may then
unknowingly ingest the bacteria.

The standard treatment for C. diff is to stop tgkiime
antibiotic that triggered the infection and then
treatment with a different antibiotic.

Preventive measures include: 1) Hand washing. Hi
care workers, of course, should wash their hands
thoroughly with soap and water before and after
treating each patient. Those alcohol-based hand
sanitizers you see everywhere in the hospital do n
effectively destroy C. difficile spor&/isitors should
also wash their hands with soap and water befate
after leaving the room or using the bathroom.R)e-
cautions. People hospitalized with C. diff shouddvén
a private room. Hospital staff and visitors wear-di
posable gloves and gowns while in the room.

3) Thorough cleaning. The room must be carefully
disinfected with a product that contains chlorine
bleach. 4) Avoid unnecessary use of antibiotics.
5) Consider eating yogurt before, during and after
antibiotic treatment. This helps replace the benfi

PLUMBING MUSEUM

Since 1979, the Plumbing
Museum has attracted plumb-
ers, tradesmen and curious visitors from all walks

life. The museum offers a unique take on American
history and follows the fascinating progression of
plumbing through the centuries. The historic museum
features many items that date back to the eighteent
century. Visitors travel through history and see th
development of piping technology through the desade
The exhibits include history, plumbing systems,
technology, a machine shop and a library.

The Manoog family began collecting antique com-
modes, claw-foot tubs, sinks and other plumbingie
in the 1950s and a museum was established in 1979.
Formerly in Worcester the Museum had hosted curious
visitors from all over the world. The Manoogs wahte
a family organization that would continue the
stewardship of the museum. J.C. Cannistraro,
combined with the operational help of the PHCC of
Greater Boston, finally brought this remarkable
Plumbing Museum to the historic city of Watertown i
2008. The building that is now home to The Plumbing
Museum was once the property of Brothers Abraham
and Edward Howard who supplied their thriving
Watertown ice business with ice, wood and coal from
their Charles River storage yard and ice housérsgar
in 1842.
