Unit Owners are required to inspect thectizte
annually and, anyone selling their Unit on or aferil
1, 2006 will need to furnish a carbon monoxideralar
certificate. As with a smoke detector certificatem new
certificate can also be obtained from the fire dipant.
If applied for at the same time, only one fee fottb
certificates will be required.

To comply with these new requirements, Unit Ownef

may install any of the following types of carbonmog-
ide alarms in the required locations:

1. Battery powered alarms;

2. AC plug-in powered alarm with battery baps;
3. Low voltage or wireless alarm systems; or

4. Combination smoke detectors and carbommo

oxide alarms powered by battery or AC with battery
back-up. (Note: AC units are not available yet)
